5. Format:

The sources of commentator texts are contained in the hyperlink embedded in each question. When working on the exam, make sure your internet connection is activated. Otherwise, first go into each hyperlink and download each file before beginning to work on the test questions. Also, a list of hyperlinks will be posted in the Religion 492 Bulletin Board as an additional access point.





�In order to image the Greek and Hebrew texts, the free BST Greek and Hebrew fonts must be downloaded and installed on your computer, as True Type Fonts in your MS Windows font directory. It will be important to have these displayed, in order to read some of the commentator sources in the questions. These can be secured from Bible Study Tools at � HYPERLINK "http://bible.crosswalk.com/OtherResources/BSTFonts/" ��http://bible.crosswalk.com/OtherResources/BSTFonts/�. For those students in the class who have studied Greek with me – I know your names well – the expectation is that the analysis will give consideration to the Greek text of these two passages.


 


�Critique means the following activities: 


(1) Identify in brief description the background of the commentator and the writing cited for analysis. This can often be done adequately through internet searches with Google etc. using either the commentator’s name and the name of the commentary series. 


(2) Identify and evaluate strengths and weaknesses of the interpretive methodology reflected in the cited source. See footnote 5 below for details. 


(3) Identify and evalute strengths and weaknesses of the interpretive conclusions reached by the commentator. Inside the hyperlink to the commentary material will be found an additional hyperlink to the web site locating the material. This can serve as a starting point to answering part (1) above. Also use library resources to gain information about the commentator and his writing. See footnote 6 below for further details.


This guideline applies to all ten questions!





�Interpretative Method. This is an amplification of instruction (2) in footnote 4 above. The evaluation of the interpretative method(s) used by a commentator must be evaluated against the following criteria: 


(1) the helpfulness of the commentary format; and 


(2) whether or not, and how well the commentator takes into consideration both the historical and the literary aspects of the Matt. 6:5-15 passage. For this critique, the external history aspects should be picked up in a secondary concern to the internal history aspects. Read the provided commentary on Mt. 6 and glean from it as much of the external history as possible, as each commentator seems to view it. 


(3) Whether or not the commentator does only a “then” meaning interpretation, or whether he/she seeks to apply the religious signficance of the text in a “now” meaning. This includes identifying modern interpretive methodology/methodologies used by each commentator for questions 5 –10. �This means to assess the accuracy of both the historical and applicational meanings of the text in light of your best understanding of the meaning of Matt. 6:5-15 against prior personal analysis of this scripture passage.


�The Bibliography listings are not indented on the first line, but rather on the second and subsequent lines. This file is pre-set to follow this guideline, when you place your first entry in the designated slot below the title above. These should be single-spaced with a blank line between each entry. Do not subdivide the Bibliography into books, journal articles etc. Just list them alphabetically by the author’s last name. Be certain to follow the � HYPERLINK "http://www.lib.usm.edu/~instruct/guides/turabian.html" ��Turabian Style Guide requirements� for Bibliography!
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
